The Memorare by  
St. Bernard of Clairvaux 

 
Remember, O most gracious Virgin Mary, that 
never was it known that anyone who fled to 
your protection, implored your help, and 
sought your intercession, was left unaided. 
Inspired by this confidence, I fly to you, O 
Virgin of virgins, my mother; to you I come, 
before you I stand, sinful and sorrowful! O 
mother of the word incarnate, despise not my 
petitions; but in your clemency hear and an-
s w e r  m e . 
Amen. 
 
The Feast of St. Bernard of Clairvaux is Au-
gust 20th.  I encourage both St. Bernard and 
Ascension Parishioners to pray a novena in 
preparation for this feast. I hope to also en-
courage a novena for the Solemnity of the 
Ascension in spring. A novena is a prayer that 
is prayed daily for a given period of time. It is 
typically prayed for 9 days—stemming from 
the “original” novena between the times of 
the Ascension to Pentecost.   
 
Our novena will be to pray the above 
Memorare from August 9th through August 
23rd. I encourage you to do this as a family, 
as a couple or as an individual. Although the 
Memorare traditionally was attributed to St. 
Bernard, it is now believed by many to have 
been written by a different Bernard who was 
a French priest in the 17th century.   
 
St. Bernard’s love for Mary is depicted in the 
icon which you’ll notice above the main door-
way upon entering St. Bernard Church from 
the narthex.  He is gazing upon Jesus who is 
held by Mary.  Bernard is holding a scroll up-
on which is written the ending—O clement, O 
loving, O sweet Virgin Mary--of another Mari-
an prayer, the Hail Holy Queen.
