Generic Gene (GG): “Father Gregory, why are you en-
couraging us in the month of October to come early to 
Mass to pray the rosary when in our busy world it can be 
difficult for families to simply make weekly Sunday 
Mass a priority?” 
 

Fr. Gregory (Fr.): “Because the family that prays together 
has a much greater chance of staying together.”   
 

GG: “I can pray at home.”  Fr.: “Good—do that.  But the 
power of an individual/family praying together in the 
context of the larger family of the parish is difficult to 
overstate.”   
 

GG: “Father, the rosary is for old ladies.”   Fr.: “Yes, and 
do we not often esteem these folks?” 
 

GG: “But Father, I/we don’t know how to pray the ro-
sary.”  Fr.: “Come and you’ll learn.”  
 

GG: “But, I don’t even have a rosary.”   Fr.: “Come and 
we’ll have some available at the door.” 
 

GG: “The Rosary is monotonous!”  Fr.: “Put more love 
into it and watch the monotony evaporate.” 
 

GG: “What’s the point of the rosary?”  Fr: “Allowing 
Mary to introduce you to her Son anew.” 
 

GG: “It all seems like vain repetition to me.”  Fr.: “Yep, 
if you don’t pray it with love.” 
 

GG: “But who prays the rosary anymore.”  Fr.: “Our rock 
star Pope Francis says”: “The Rosary is a prayer that 
always accompanies me.”  He prays 15 decades a day!   
 

GG: “Ok, so some find value in the rosary—but come 25 
minutes early to mass!?”  Fr: “How about 15 minutes 
early?” 
 

GG: “The kids won’t sit still.” Fr: “10 minutes?” 
 

Fr: “Come early. Join us in praying the rosary.  The in-
tention: strengthening of marriages and families at As-
cension & St. Bernard.”

[The Anointing of the Sick] "is not a sacrament for those 
only who are at the point of death. Hence, as soon as any-
one of the faithful begins to be in danger of death from 
sickness or old age [beginning at age 65], the fitting time 
for him to receive this sacrament has certainly already 
arrived." Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 1514.  
When possible, the elderly/gravely ill person avails them-
selves of the Sacrament of Reconciliation before being 
anointed especially when conscious of grave sin. 
Ascension and St. Bernard parishioners are invited to at-
tend our annual anointing Mass on Saturday, October 
24th at 10am at Ascension.  Refreshments will be served 
after the Mass.
