Dear Parishioners, 
 
You may have seen me placing my hands on peo-
ple after Mass or at some other time to pray for 
them. If possible, when I see someone with a cast 
on their arm or a boot on their foot or a patch on 
their eye and if they are open to it, I try to place my 
hands on and pray for them on the spot. Why? Be-
cause Jesus came to heal and he wants us as His 
Church to continue His healing works.   
 
Have you ever prayed with someone for healing?  
Have you ever laid hands on someone asking 
God’s healing for them?  Have you ever felt in-
spired to do this?  
   
Two of the 7 Sacraments of the Church are particu-
larly means of healing—healing of body, mind and 
spirit--for us. According to the Catechism of the 
Catholic Church:   
 
“The Lord Jesus Christ, physician of our souls and 
bodies, who forgave the sins of the paralytic and 
restored him to bodily health, has willed that his 
Church continue, in the power of the Holy Spirit, his 
work of healing and salvation, even among her own 
members. This is the purpose of the two sacra-
ments of healing: the sacrament of Penance and 
the sacrament of Anointing of the Sick.” 1421 
 
This weekend at all Masses we encounter Jesus as 
healer in the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick. 
Parishioners with serious illnesses that could lead 
to death and parishioners who have reached 65 
years old can receive the Sacrament of Anointing if 
they choose. As members of the Body of Christ, I 
encourage all of us to pray for one another as the 
anointing occurs. 
 
Next weekend Fr. Jonathan Kelly a Spiritual Direc-
tor at St. John Vianney Seminary in St. Paul will 
celebrate all four Masses and share with us about 
the other sacrament of healing, the Sacrament of 
Penance and Reconciliation. In addition to our reg-
ularly scheduled weekly times for this sacrament, 
we will also have an Evening of Reconciliation for 
both parishes on November 15th 5:30-8pm at St. 
Bernard. Four priests will be available that evening.
