Loving God, Living in Others           
 
Dear Sisters and Brothers,   
 
A scholar of the law asked Jesus which was the greatest 
of all the Commandments. When they used the word 
“commandment,” they were not referring just to the Ten 
Commandments.  Jesus summarized the whole Law in 
to two: “You shall love the Lord, your God, with all 
your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind. 
This is the greatest and the first commandment. The 
second is like it: You shall love your neighbor as your-
self.” (Matthew 22: 37-39) Thus, Jesus proclaims that 
true religion loves God both directly and as living in our 
neighbor.  
 
Love of God means putting Him first, respecting His 
name, and keeping His day. Loving God with all our 
heart, soul, mind and strength, means that we should 
place God’s will ahead of ours, seek the Lord’s will in 
all things and make it supreme in our lives.  There are 
several means by which we can express our love for 
God.  We must keep God’s commandments, and offer 
daily prayers of thanksgiving, praise and petition.  We 
also need to read and meditate on His word in the Bible, 
and accept His invitation to join Him in the holy Mass 
and other liturgical celebrations. 
 
Love of neighbor means respect for others, their rela-
tionships, their reputations, and their property. Loving 
our neighbor as ourselves means looking at and treat-
ing others with the respect God gives them.  This love 
begins at home with one’s parents.  It then extends to 
others.  Love of neighbor extends beyond our family 
and friends. Love of neighbor knows no national bor-
ders or class distinctions or barriers of any kind, be-
cause God knows no such obstacles. The first reading 
from Exodus explains the second part of greatest com-
mandment, namely, loving one’s neighbors, especially 
the underprivileged like aliens, widows, orphans and 
the poor. (Exodus 22: 20-26). The chosen people of 
Israel should remember that once they were aliens in 
the land of Egypt.  Just as God protected them and 
treated them kindly, so they are to protect others and 
treat them with kindness.  Thus, they should become a 
humane society rooted in the basic religious concept of 
loving God living in their neighbor. The word “alien” 
refers to people who take up residence in a land that is 
not their homeland. Today we refer to these people as 
immigrants.   
 

God’s will is that we should love everyone, seeing Him 
in our neighbor.  Since every human being is the child 
of God and the dwelling place of the Spirit of God, we 
are actually giving expression to our love of God by 
loving our neighbor as Jesus loves him or her. This 
means we have to help, support, encourage, forgive, and 
pray for everyone without discrimination based on col-
or, race, gender, age, wealth or social status.

We pray today that we might love God with our whole 
heart, our whole mind and whole soul, then we will 
have no choice but to bring God’s love to those around 
us.  
 
In our parish we have many people who are extraordi-
narily generous in offering their gifts, their time and 
talents through the various ministries in which they are 
involved. Their sacrificial actions build up our commu-
nity. Their lives enable the community to become more 
faithful. These parishioners have been instrumental in 
helping the parish grow and become the vibrant com-
munity of faith that we are today.

I am thankful to all of you for your tremendous 
faith and commitment to our parish and for all the ways 
that you use your gifts and talents to lift up and bring 
light to our community.
